e) The greater number of victories.

PARTICIPATION

In Open tournament, the U-20 chess players with the first category and a national rating are eligible to
participate. Only the national and international (FIDE) rating will be calculated during the Open tournament.
Participants of the tournament must have a FIDE ID, or else apply to the Armenian Chess Federation in
advance /tel. 010-448473/.

Only the participants with FIDE ID can participate in the tournament.

Boys under 12 - at least 11 category (born in 2012 and for participants from the regions - 11l category)

Boys under 10 - at least 111 category (born in 2014 and for participants from the regions - IV category)

Boys under 8 - at least IV category (born in 2016 and limited number of participants from regions without
category are eligible)

Time control: 90 minutes for the whole game with 30 seconds increment for each move.
Default time of the tournaments is 30 minutes.
